Sheriff’s Report – I hope to get a report on Tuesday from Lt. Lentz. 
 
Building Inspector’s Report – included in packet. 
 
Evans Variance – I have included Jon’s note on the easement vacation along with 
maps and two resolutions, one approving the other denying. 
 
Engineer’s Report – Jon indicated he would have an update on the Safe Routes to 
Schools project and Annis Acres storm water issues. 
 
Resolution #2014-12, Approving the Preliminary Levy – the levy increase is 
based on our preliminary budget and is approximately a 1.5% increase.  We should 
also discuss holding a budget workshop meeting. 
 
Assessor Contract – the interim county assessor has sent a proposed contract and I 
only have one issue.  They are asking for a 5 year commitment and I would feel 
better if we went year to year until we know if things will be done differently under 
the new assessor.

August 5, 2014 
 

 
CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Kroll at 7:00 PM with 

the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
  
PRESENT: Mayor Kroll; Council Members Diehl, Reinert, Schulzetenberg and 

Zenzen; Attorney Couri, Engineer Ryan, Lt. Jon Lentz, Building 
Inspector Hagman and Clerk/Administrator McCabe.   

  
OTHERS PRESENT:  David Bloch, Steve Hartkopf, Richard Stang and JoAnn Stang 
 
CONSENT AGENDA:   Mr. McCabe indicated there were three additions to the consent 

agenda, a gambling permit for Clearwater Ducks Unlimited, a one 
day 3.2 liquor license for St. Wendelin Church and his attendance 
at the MCFOA Advanced Academy. 

 
  A motion was made to approve the consent agenda items 3A 

– 3K by Mr. Reinert, second by Mr. Zenzen.  Motion carried 
unanimously.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:  Lt. Lentz reported 39 hours were contracted in the City and 

eighteen adult citations were issued.  He reviewed the call types 
and answered questions from the Council.  Lt. Lentz stated the 
acquired a speed device that can be attached directly to a pole 
that will also assist with data collection. 

 
  A motion was made to approve the July Sheriff’s report as 

presented by Mr. Reinert, seconded by Mr. Zenzen.  Motion 
carried unanimously. 
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BUILDING INSPECTOR’S 
REPORT:  Mr. Hagman was in attendance to present the July Building 

Report.  He indicated five permits were issued bringing the total 
for the year to 49 permits compared to 62 in 2013.  There was 
also one single family dwelling bringing the total to six.       

 
  A motion was made to approve the building inspector’s 

report as presented by Ms. Schulzetenberg, seconded by Mr. 
Zenzen.  Motion carried unanimously. 

 
OPEN FORUM:  no comments offered. 
    
 
ENGINEER’S 
REPORT:  Ms. Ryan indicated Mr. Halter has been in contact with the DNR 

and Stearns County on the Terrace Hills storm water issue.  The 
DNR has approved a preliminary plan of action on this issue but 
Stearns County will need to be involved for wetland delineation.  
Ms. Ryan indicated an approximate cost to build a proper ditch is 
between $4,000 and $5,000.  She said some cost saving can be 
had if we just have a private contractor build a swale to assist with 
drainage.  Mayor Kroll wondered why the City is liable for this 
ditch system, not the engineer or private homeowners.  Mr. Couri 
explained the likely options and who could be responsible.  Mrs. 
Stang indicated she believes the issue is the fact the neighbor 
filled the swale after the pool was constructed.  Ms. 
Schulzetenberg stated there are a couple of issues, should we be 
involved and what should be done.  Ms. Ryan indicated the cost 
involved would be to survey, delineate the wetland and design.  
Mr. Reinert suggested we correct what used to work.  Mr. Couri 
suggested we do what it takes to fix a problem in our drainage 
easement, to the approved plan.  Ms. Ryan indicted their 
minimum involvement was to delineate the wetland and provide 
the staking for the easement.  Mr. Reinert suggested we focus on 
the L shape starting between Olson’s and their neighbor to the 
west and going to the south to the line between Stangs and 
Olsons to the east.  Ms. Schulzetenberg suggested it may be 
more of a T where it also goes to the north of Schrupp’s property.  
Ms. Ryan stated Mr. Halter’s recommendation would be to better 
define the scope of the project. 

 
  A motion was made to have Mr. Halter define the scope and 

design a drainage swale by Mr. Reinert, seconded by Ms. 
Schulzetenberg.  Motion carried unanimously. 

 
  Ms. Ryan indicated we don’t have any information on the culvert 

on the Allen property.  Mr. Halter is recommending we have 
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additional surveying done to determine what is happening 
downstream. 

 
  A motion was made to have additional surveying done by Mr. 

Reinert, seconded by Mr. Zenzen.  Motion carried 
unanimously. 

 
  Ms. Ryan indicted the project memorandum was done for the Safe 

Routes to School Project and was signed off by our district 
highway engineer. 

 
PRINTER/COPIER 
QUOTES:  Mr. McCabe reported he solicited quotes for a new color printer.  

One supplier suggested we lease a new big unit that provides 
everything we need and we get rid of our service contract on the 
Sharp in the office.  He explained we currently pay $1,800/year 
and the lease will be approximately $100/month depending on the 
number of copies we use.   

 
  A motion was made to go with MN Copy by Mr. Reinert, 

seconded by Mr. Zenzen.  Motion carried unanimously. 
 
RESOLUTION #2014-10,  
APPROVING BALLOT 
QUESTION:  Mr. Couri read the question that needs to be added to the 

Resolution identifying the question to be asked of the voters. 
 
  A motion was made to approve the Resolution as amended 

by Mr. Zenzen, seconded by Ms. Schulzetenberg.  Motion 
carried unanimously. 

 
WATER METER 
HANDHELD:  Mr. McCabe reported we are using the same handheld unit we 

originally bought and it no longer is holding a charge.  A new 
battery can be built, but will not be guaranteed.   

 
  A motion was made to approve the purchase of the new 

handheld device by Mr. Diehl, seconded by Mr. Reinert.  
Motion carried unanimously. 

 
 
PARK BOARD 
RECOMMENDATIONS: Mr. Zenzen reported we are looking at a batting cage for Hidden 

Lake Park Ball Field.  He stated we will look at a permanent or 
portable cage.  Additional quotes are being sought. 

 
  Mr. Zenzen indicated we had quotes to re-shingle the Kiffmeyer 

Park Shelter and gazebo. 
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  A motion was made to accept the quote from Noble Custom 
Homes so long as the gazebo is included by Ms. 
Schulzetenberg, seconded by Mr. Zenzen.  Motion carried 
unanimously. 

 
  Mr. Zenzen reported we received two bids to construct the 

entrance into Hidden Lake Park off of 230th Street and to construct 
the trail to the existing paved trail.  Mayor Kroll suggested we 
don’t construct the trail until the shed is built.  Mr. Zenzen stated 
he doesn’t consider a paved drive into the shed as that would just 
invite pedestrians. 

 
  A motion was made to approve the quote from Mid Minnesota 

the bid for the approach and path by Ms. Schulzetenberg, 
seconded by Mr. Zenzen.  Motion carried unanimously. 

 
  Mr. Zenzen reported we are looking at adding playcurb and mulch 

to the rainbow play system at Kiffmeyer Park. 
 
 
 
COUNCIL MEMBER  
PURVIEW:  Mr. Zenzen stated we had a good turnout for our National Night 

Out. 
 
  Mayor Kroll reported he received a thank you from St. Wendelin 

Church for our assistance of the fire department at their parish 
festival. 

 
  Mayor Kroll stated the fire fighters suggested we do solar for the 

warning lights on 43rd Avenue and had a quote for the solar lights.  
He had a quote from Brown Traffic ($11,000) plus all the extras for 
installation.  He also had a quote from Design Electric for 
approximately $13,000 installed. 

   
  A motion was made to approve the purchase and installation 

of the warning signs from Design Electric by Mr. Reinert, 
seconded by Mr. Diehl.  Motion carried unanimously. 

 
  Mayor Kroll reported he had a call from a resident who wants to 

allow golf carts along our city roads and specifically along County 
Road.  Mayor Kroll suggested we send a letter stating why we are 
opposed to this at our time. 

   
   
CITY ADMINISTRATOR 
REPORT:  Mr. McCabe indicated the contractor who did the chip seal has 

recommended we fog seal the same area to preserve the life of 
the chip sealed roadway. 
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  A motion was made to approve the fog seal of Terrace Hills 

and the service road by Mr. Zenzen, seconded by Ms. 
Schulzetenberg.  Ms. Schulzetenberg asked for notice before it is 
done.  Motion carried unanimously. 

   
ADJOURMENT:  A motion was made to adjourn at 8:50 pm by Mr. Reinert

I have reviewed the information submitted by KLD on August 1, 2014. They are requesting vacating a 6.2-
foot x 26.67-foot x 27.6-foot triangular portion of the existing 12 foot drainage and utility easement. The 
effect of the easement vacation would be 6 feet less room for the potential construction of a roadway in 
this corridor. 
 
Roadways in this area are 24 foot wide rural section roadway, and I would envision this road section 
would continue to the east past the Evan’s property. In order to construct a rural section roadway, the 
project would likely need the entire 66 foot right of way as well as the existing 12 foot easement on the 
Evan’s property. 
 
If the City decides to vacate the easement as shown on the attached easement exhibit, the future road 
project would need to include a culvert that is approximately 100 feet in length. The culvert would be 
needed in the areas where a rural section ditch would not be feasible due to the driveway and garage that 
are proposed to be constructed within the existing easement area. 
 
My recommendation is that if the City vacates the easement, the property owner would be responsible for 
the future cost of the needed culvert in the area of the proposed garage and driveway. The exact 
parameters of the needed culvert could not be defined until the roadway is designed. But as stated 
above, my initial thought is that a 100 foot concrete culvert would be needed at an approximate cost of 
$4,000. If the City were to move forward with vacating the easement, I would recommend the City 
Attorney draft an agreement that would be signed by the property owner.

3. The Property is guided for Agricultural land use in the official City Comprehensive Plan, 

which allows for single-family residential dwellings. 
4. Private garages and off-street parking are permitted accessory uses within the A-1 Zoning 

District and are a reasonable use within the agricultural land use designation. 
5. The proposed use of the property is compatible with present and future land uses of the 

area. 
6. The proposed accessory building conforms to the performance standards contained within 

the Zoning Ordinance. 
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7. The Property has many trees located along the north and east property boundaries (side

 WHEREAS, the City has processed said application as set out in the City’s Zoning Ordinance, 
including a public hearing, review and recommendation by the Planning Commission, and; 
 

WHEREAS, the St. Augusta Planning Commission held a public hearing on the requested 
variance on June 30, 2014, during which it heard from the Applicant and the public regarding the 
application.  The Planning Commission considered the application and took action to forward the 
application to the City Council with a recommendation that the application be denied; 
 

WHEREAS, the City Council, acting as the Board of Adjustments and Appeals, reviewed the 
Planning Commission’s recommendation at its meeting on July 1, allowed for additional comments from 
the Applicant and the public; and 

 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council, acting as the Board of Adjustments 

and Appeals, denies the Applicant’s easement vacation and variance requests described in the first 
recital based on the following findings: 

1. The Property is currently zoned A-1, General Agriculture District. Establishment of Zoning Districts 
were created to regulate and limit the height and bulk of buildings erected or altered, to regulate 
and limit the intensity of the use of lot areas, and to regulate and determine the areas of yards, 
recreation and open space within and surrounding buildings. Vacating a drainage and utility 
easement and locating a structure closer to the property line than allowed by the Zoning 
Ordinance would not meet the intent of the Zoning Ordinance to limit the intensity of the use of 
lot areas and yards. 

2. The Property to the north of the Applicant’s Property was platted to preserve right of way space 
for future development to the east.  Drainage and utility easements are necessary to preserve 
along road right of way and therefore should not be vacated at this time.  Furthermore, locating 
an accessory structure in close proximity to the north property line whereby a future roadway 
may be located is not considered a best practice as adequate setback and sightline distance is 
necessary. 

3. While private garages and off-street parking are permitted accessory uses within the A-1 Zoning 
District and are a reasonable use within the agricultural land use designation, the Applicant 
currently has an attached garage and detached structure for storage on the Property.  Having a 
detached garage therefore is considered a convenience as opposed to a necessity. 
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4. The City Code provides opportunities for the Applicant to construct a detached garage in a manner 
consistent with the City Code.  The need for the variance to locate the garage closer to the side 
property line is a mere inconvenience as opposed to a practical difficulty.  

5. While locating the detached garage along the north side of the property would provide the most 
screening due to the existing grove of mature trees, the Applicant has available property along the 
south west and north property to construct a detached garage that would not necessitate the 
need for a variance. 

6. Undue hardship will not result if the variance is denied as construction of a detached garage is 
feasible elsewhere on the property in a manner consistent with the Zoning Ordinance regulations. 

7. Special conditions on the property do not exists as the Property is a large traditional shape, 
relatively flat and relatively void of significant trees with the exception of the perimeter of the 
Property along the north and east property boundaries. 

8. The Property can be put to a reasonable use without the vacation of the drainage and utility 
easement and issuance of the variance. 

 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that, based on the record of this matter, and the findings 

and determination contained herein, the City Council of the City of St. Augusta hereby denies the 
requested vacation of the drainage and utility easement and variance to allow an accessory building to 
be located within the side yard on the property located at 23226 Garden Hills Lane.
